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As Christ’s servants, our ministry centers on joint ministry 
with our brothers and sisters in Mexico through mission 
encounters.  We encourage and support the churches of 
Nuevo Leon Presbyterian (NPCM) as they help their 
communities.  We focus on partnering, working together to 
bring the Word of God as revealed to us through Christ to 
these communities.

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As the misisons of the two former sites combine, we look to 
the future as to how we can best work with our brothers and 
sisters in the state of Tamaulipas, MX.  Here we focus on 
facilitating the joint ministry of US and Mexican 
Presbyterians through mission encounters in the US or 
Mexico.  We encourage, equip, and support the churches 
and missions of Noreste Presbytery (of the National 
Presbyterian Church of Mexico) as they reach out to their 
communities.  Assistance includes financial support of 
evangelism and compassion ministry programs as well as 
seminary student scholarships, pastor salary support for 
new church developments, and continuing education 
opportunities for pastors.

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Distinguishing our ministry are Salud y Vida (Health and 
Life) and Micro-Credit programs.  Our nurse gives health 
and hygiene presentations at elementary schools.  Each 
child receives a hygiene kit; parents come to subsequent 
meetings.  Micro-Credit loans help set up small businesses.  
Eleven pastors in our area receive supplemental salary 
support from Baja Presbyterian Missions, Inc., a key partner 
in this ministry.
